The Cure For Evil

● Genesis 4:1-8 NKJV …  Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and bore Cain, and said, “I have acquired a man from the LORD.”
2 Then she bore again, this time his brother Abel. Now Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground. 3 And in the process of
time it came to pass that Cain brought an offering of the fruit of the ground to the LORD. 4 Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of
their fat. And the LORD respected Abel and his offering, 5 but He did not respect Cain and his offering. And Cain was very angry, and his
countenance fell. 6 So the LORD said to Cain, “Why are you angry? And why has your countenance fallen? 7 If you do well, will you not be
accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it.”8 Now Cain talked with Abel, his
brother; and it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel, his brother and killed him.

1. Sin is the Cause
● Genesis 4:6 NKJV … So the LORD said to Cain, “Why are you angry? And why has your countenance fallen? 7 If you do well, will you not be

accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it.”
● Isaiah 5:20 … NKJV Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; Who put darkness for light, and light for darkness; Who put bitter for

sweet, and sweet for bitter!
● Romans 2:14-16 Msg … When outsiders who have never heard of God's law follow it more or less by instinct, they confirm its truth by their

obedience. They show that God's law is not something alien, imposed on us from without, but woven into the very fabric of our creation. There
is something deep within them that echoes God's yes and no, right and wrong…

2. Evil is the Consequence
● Genesis 4:7-8 NKJV … If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but

you should rule over it.” 8 Now Cain talked with Abel, his brother; and it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against
Abel, his brother and killed him.

● Genesis 6:5 NKJV … Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his
heart was only evil continually.

● Jeremiah 17:9 NKJV … The heart is deceitful above all things, And desperately wicked;
● Mark 7:21-23 NKJV … For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, 22 thefts,

covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lewdness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness. 23 All these evil things come from within and defile a
man.”

3. Jesus is the Answer
● Ezekiel 36:26 NKJV … I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you; I will take the heart of stone out of your flesh and give you a

heart of flesh.
● Hebrews 8:10 NKJV… For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My laws in

their mind and write them on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.

a) Put God back in Schools
● Matthew 24:35 KJV … Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.
● Psalm 119:11 … Your word I have hidden in my heart, That I might not sin against You.
